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Curbside Organic Waste Collection

In an effort to reduce the amount of garbage going to the landfill, the Town of Ladysmith is one of the first municipalities in British
Columbia to include pick up of organic waste as part of its weekly garbage and recycling program. Starting January 2006 you will
be able to separate organic waste from your household garbage.

ORGANIC WASTE TO BE COLLECTED INCLUDES:
Any Food Item Fruit/vegetable scraps, meat/fish products, pasta, bread, cereal, dairy products, egg shells, cookies, cakes, candies
Any Soiled Paper Product Soiled paper towels/tissues, soiled paper food packaging, soiled waxed cardboard boxes/packaging/paper, sugar/flour bags

Each household will receive two collection containers. The small container will fit under the kitchen sink to hold daily kitchen
scraps. The large container can be used to collect a weeks worth of organic waste and can be wheeled to the curbside for pick up
on your scheduled pick up date. The cost of your organic waste will be $0.85 per month, including the two containers.

Organic waste will be picked up weekly starting January 2006. Curbside collection of household garbage and recycling will
remain biweekly. The waste collection cycle will be as follows:
Week 1. Garbage and organic waste curbside collection Week 2: Recycling and organic waste curbside collection

If your collection day changes, you will be notified in advance and provided with an updates collection schedule.
